ITEM 5 – Presentation from DSMC regarding a future planning application.

Mr C Bayston, managing director of DSMC spoke to the meeting regarding a planning application that his company would be submitting to the YDNPA planning for a development located in Linton.

Mr Bayston wanted to raise awareness of this application and answer any questions that it might bring. A public consultation open evening would be arranged in January. Grassington Parish Council welcomed this proposed development, not only for the biodiversity the development would bring but for the local employment levels and revenue that this business attracts for the local area. The Parish Council was unanimously supportive and would write to the YDNPA authority to express their support.

ITEM 7 – Budget Fiscal 2023 / 2024

The proposed budget was discussed at length. It was agreed that an additional £29,000 would be made available for the upgrade of the street lighting to LED in order to reduce the longer-term electricity costs. £20,000 was also pledged for the support to the Grassington Devonshire Institute. Other increases were noted.
The budget report forms part of the minutes and can be found on the last page.

ITEM 8 – Precept Demand
Following the resolution to accept the draft budget, the precept demand was RESOLVED to be set at £76,515.00, which equates to £134.33 annually, £2.58 per week, per Band D property based on the tax base provided. This is an increase of £1.49 per week per band d property.

ITEM 10 – Dales Bus Service
The issue of the Dales bus service being able to enter the village square was discussed. RESOLVED that in consultation with the police, any obstructions should be reported to the police, and this will continue to be monitored and reported to the police, without any confrontations for another period of 3-4 months to allow for further reporting of this situation. It was also discussed that the Dales Bus Service, with the support of the Parish Council should write to all businesses that receive deliveries to ask that they are kept to hours outside of the scheduled route times for the bus so that access is not obstructed.
